Although the city’s hawker centres and food courts are justifiably its greatest claim to fame, eating in Singapore is not just about rubbing sweaty shoulders with locals.             Singapore is probably the most expensive place in Southeast Asia for drinking and nightlife. A beer at most city bars will set you back between $10 and $18, and it’s not uncommon for cocktails to ring in at $20 upwards. In addition, most dance clubs have entrance fees of $20 or more (though these will usually include a drink).
        

        
            If you’re looking to save on libations, hit the bars early to take advantage of the happy hours; these typically stretch from around 5pm to 8pm, sometimes starting earlier and finishing later. At these times you’ll generally get discounted drinks, two drinks for the price of one and cheaper ‘housepours’. On Wednesday or Thursday nights, some bars offer cheaper (sometimes free) drinks to women (a common practice in Singapore and not intended to be sleazy). Those who don’t mind plastic tables and fluorescent lights can hang out with the locals at hawker centres and coffeeshops, drinking $6 bottles of Tiger. Of course, if you’re really tight, you can always drink $5 beers in your hostel.

            Viewing the regal edifice that stands today, it’s hard to believe that Raffles Hotel started life as a 10-room bungalow fronted by the beach (long gone thanks to land reclamation). It was opened in December 1887 by the Sarkies brothers, immigrants from Armenia and proprietors of two other grand colonial hotels, the Strand in Yangon (Rangoon) and the Eastern & Oriental in Penang.
        

        
            The hotel’s heyday began in 1899 with the opening of the main building, the same one that guests stay in today. Raffles soon became a byword for oriental luxury (‘A legendary symbol for all the fables of the Exotic East’, went the publicity blurb) and was featured in novels by Joseph Conrad and Somerset Maugham. The famous Singapore sling was first concocted here by bartender Ngiam Tong Boon in 1915, and (far less gloriously) the last Singaporean tiger, which escaped from a travelling circus nearby, was shot beneath the Billiard Room in 1902.
        

        
            By the 1970s, the Raffles was a shabby relic, dodging the wrecking ball in 1987 with National Monument designation. In 1991 it reopened after a $160 million facelift. The hotel lobby is open to the public, and is a popular tourist attraction. Dress standards apply; so no shorts or sandals. Hidden away on the 3rd floor of the Raffles Hotel Arcade, the

                When Raffles rolled into Singapore and claimed it for the mother country, locals steered clear of Fort Canning Hill, then called Bukit Larangan (Forbidden Hill) out of respect for the sacred shrine of Sultan Iskandar Shah, ancient Singapura’s last ruler. Raffles built an

                (thatched roof) residence on the summit in 1822, which acted as Government House until the military built Fort Canning.

            
                The park offers a wonderfully cool retreat from the hot streets below. Gothic gateways lead into the pleasant park, where gravestones from the old Christian cemetery are embedded in the brick walls. There’s also a spice garden, on the site of Raffles’ original botanical garden, where hollowed-out coconut shells on sticks offer samples of various spices for tasting. Look for an archaeological dig, where under a wooden roof you can see the 14th-century Javanese artefacts that have been uncovered there.

The tooth is encased in a gold stupa, placed five metres behind a protective glass wall so you can’t actually recognise it’s a tooth without viewing it through binoculars. What? Period furniture has been added to original family photos and artefacts to create a wonderful window into the life of a wealthy Peranakan family living in Singapore a century ago. Baba House can only be visited on a 90-minute guided tour, held every Monday and Thursday, but the tour is excellent and costs absolutely nothing. Finding good local gigs by established original bands can be troublesome, however, as there is not much demand for shows like that in Singapore, so bands tend to tour the neighbouring regions instead. Many original musicians hold full-time jobs as the cost of living in Singapore is very high, so music for them is just a very serious hobby. Non-Muslims are asked to refrain from entering the prayer hall at any time, and all visitors are expected to be dressed appropriately.                     Durians get a bad rap in Singapore. They’re banned from pretty much all forms of public transport, most notably from the MRT; few hotels will allow you to bring one through their front doors, and any shopping mall worth its salt will have a strict ‘no durians’ policy. Why? It’s simple.
                

                
                    They stink. Even before the formidable thorn-covered husk is removed, they stink. And once you’ve opened one: pooh-whee! And yet durians are still known throughout Southeast Asia as the King of Fruits (largely because of their enormous size and those crownlike thorns) and are still loved by so many Singaporeans that you really should give one a go before you leave. The taste is an acquired one. Aficionados say the flavour of the soft, mushy edible flesh is like custard with a hint of almond. Others are less complimentary.
                

                
                    Tucking into a durian is a messy affair, usually done beside an over-sized paper bag, which is used to dispose of as much of the mess as possible. If the smell of durian lingers on your hands, try soaking your fingers in a glass of Coca-Cola; apparently it gets rid of the stench.

            Though comprising a fair swath of the island, the neighbourhoods of the east receive far less attention from tourists than do those of the city centre. It’s a shame, really, because whereas a district such as Chinatown is in danger of becoming a museum piece for tourists, the neighbourhoods of the east are vibrant, alive and, on the whole, more reflective of Singapore culture, both today and of days past. Closest to the city is the Geylang district, at once notorious as a red-light district, yet spiritual with myriad temples and mosques. The staggering amount of food outlets here is also a big draw.
        

        
            Further east is Katong (also known as Joo Chiat), a picturesque neighbourhood of restored multicoloured shophouses that in recent years has come into its own as the spiritual heartland of Singapore’s Peranakan people. Bordering Katong, and stretching for several kilometres along the seafront from the city right up to Tanah Merah, is East Coast Park. The well-paved waterfront paths offer plenty of space to skate and ride bicycles, as well as numerous spots for eating and drinking.
        

        
            Don’t discount a visit to Changi and Pasir Ris, the city’s easternmost regions. Here’s where you’ll find the moving Changi Prison Museum and Chapel, a few resorts and theme parks for kids, a range of malls and the launching point for bumboats to Pulau Ubin and Johor in Malaysia.

                What you may have heard about Geylang being an open-air meat market filled with a Dante-esque assortment of brothels, girlie bars, cheap hotels and alley after alley lined with prostitutes from all over Southeast Asia is all true. But strange as it may seem, the area is also one of the Lion City’s spiritual hubs, with huge temples and mosques,and picturesque alleys dotted with religious schools, shrines and temples. A daytime stroll through the 
                    lorongs
                 
                (alleys) that run north to south between Sims Ave and Geylang Rd offers surprising charm for those who take the time to look.

            
                Several pretty side streets well worth checking out include tree-lined Lorong 27, a small street chock-a-block with colourful shrines and temples. Picturesque Lorong 24A is lined with renovated shophouses, from which the sounds of chanting often emerge; this is because many of these houses have actually been taken over by numerous smaller Buddhist associations in the area. Gorgeous Lorong 34 boasts both restored and unrestored shophouses painted in varying hues, as well as a number of colourful shrines and braziers for burning incense. One house on the street even boasts a street-side bamboo garden.

            This 11km stretch of seafront park is where Singaporeans come to swim, windsurf, kayak, picnic, bicycle, rollerblade and, of course, eat. The whole park has been superbly designed so that the many leisure facilities don’t crowd the green space. In this single, narrow strip, there are several bird sanctuaries, patches of unmanaged bushland, golf driving ranges, tennis courts, a resort, several ponds and a lagoon, sea sports clubs, hawker centres, and some excellent bars and restaurants.
        

        
            Renting a bicycle or rollerblades and gently pedalling from one end to the other, enjoying the sea breezes, watching the veritable city of container ships out in the strait and capping it off with a meal and a few beachfront beers is one of the most pleasant ways to spend a Singapore afternoon.
        

        
            East Coast Park starts at the end of Tanjong Katong Rd in Katong and ends at the National Sailing Centre in Bedok, which is actually closer to the Tanah Merah MRT station. At the western end of the park, the bicycle track continues right through to Katong, ending at the Kallang River.
        

        
            On weekends only, bus 401 from Bedok Bus Interchange, outside Bedok MRT, takes you directly to East Coast Park. Inside stories are told through photographs, letters, drawings and murals; tales of heroism and celebration of peace temper the mood.             painted by POW Stanley Warren in the old POW hospital. The originals are off limits in what is now Block 151 of the nearby Changi Army Camp.

        
            Former POWs, veterans and historians will feel the loss of the actual site most keenly, but to the architects’ credit the understated design of the new building is well suited to its dual role as a shrine and history museum. The square white facade is reminiscent of a concrete bunker, yet the greenery hints at healing and renewal. The gaping entrance and open-plan design is welcoming. The museum’s centrepiece is a replica of the original Changi Chapel built by inmates as a focus for worship and presumably as a sign of solidarity. Tucked into the walls beside the altar, with its cross made of ammunitions casings, are little mementos left by visitors – white crosses, red poppies, fresh flowers and handwritten notes. Services are held on Sundays (at 9.30am and 5.30pm), but the shadeless courtyard heats up like an oven.

            This wonderfully wild and gloriously green part of Singapore is packed with sights and activities that take time to see and do, so unless you’re here for an extended stay you’re going to have to pick and choose carefully among the main attractions.
        

        
            If you fancy taking advantage of the excellent walking trails round here, then try to get your hiking done early in the morning. The weather will be cooler, and it will leave you most of the rest of the day to do other sightseeing.
        

        
            The zoo and the night safari are both crammed with restaurants and cafes, but if you’re visiting the other sights mentioned in this chapter, you might have to do some pre-planning around meal times. Eat before you set off or bring some food with you (especially if you’re planning to trek round MacRitchie Reservoir). Alternatively, grab a meal at one of the MRT stations you’ll be passing through.             Singapore’s only remaining area of primary forest, once teeming with tigers, is just a short bus ride from the centre and provides the ultimate busy-city antidote.
        


            The last tiger was shot here in the 1920s, but you’ll still find plenty of troops of monkeys (long-tailed macaques) to focus your camera lens on. Remember they are wild, though, and should not be fed.
        

        
            There are four well-established walking trails (35 minutes to two hours return) within the reserve – plus a popular mountain-bike trail, although nowhere to rent bikes. Maps of all the routes can be found on wooden signboards, and the trails are colour-coded with markers.
        

        
            The quickest and most popular hike is the one that leads straight up to the summit of Bukit Timah, which at 163m is the highest point in Singapore. Try to find time to venture off the main trails along some of the smaller paths. Look out for Rock Path, which will leave you clambering on your hands and knees in places, over rocks and tree roots; it all adds to the adventure.

From the service centre (which has changing facilities and a small cafe, although no tourist office), near where bus 157 drops you off, start walking off to your right (anti-clockwise around the lake) and you’ll soon reach the Paddle Lodge.                     Highlights for the youngsters include Kidzworld, where they can ride horses, feed farmyard animals and splash around in the wet-play area, and the Jungle Breakfast with Wildlife, where you and your family can have breakfast with orang-utans!
                

                
                    Walking is the best way to see everything, but there are also tram rides and boat trips. The new River Safari was due to open in 2012.

                Next door to the zoo, but completely separate, is the unusual Night Safari, where visitors can walk or ride past 120 different species of animals that are more active once the sun’s gone down. In the darkness the moats and other barriers seem to melt away and it actually looks like these creatures – tigers, lions, leopards – 
                could walk over and take a bite out of you. More docile animals such as antelope sometimes pass within inches of the electric trams.

            
                Almost everyone heads straight for the tram queue as they enter. And you should too; the ride comes with a guide whose commentary is a good introduction to the park. But don’t forget to walk around after you’ve done your loop of the park on the tram. Some of the walking trails take you past enclosures that the tram doesn’t drive past, and the experience is even creepier on foot.

Dr Sun Yat Sen briefly stayed in the house, which was donated to the Alliance by a wealthy Chinese businessperson, while touring Asia to whip up support for the cause. It’s a fine example of a colonial Victorian villa and houses a museum with items pertaining to Dr Sun’s life and work. A magnificent 60m-long bronze relief depicting the defining moments in Singapore’s history runs the length of one wall in the garden.

The few residents live a seemingly idyllic existence, not unlike how many Singaporeans did before the development frenzy. Chickens roam the grounds, dogs flick flies away with a flap of their ears, crickets and birds hum and chirp in the background, and the 28 families here seem to have carefree sensibilities not commonly found in the general populace (the $30 per month rent probably helps).

                The rest of the gardens are a wonderful 63 hectares of trees, plants, flowers, lawns and lakes; perfect for leisurely strolls, picnics, jogging or just mucking about with the kids. He built a villa here, now demolished, in 1937 for his beloved brother and business partner Aw Boon Par and together they gradually built a Chinese mythology theme park within the grounds as a way of reminding the local Chinese population of their roots and to show visitors the merits of Chinese values. Thousands of statues and dioramas were constructed over the years, and are still being added to today, to create one of Singapore’s quirkiest attractions.
        

        
            The result is a visual barrage of folklore and fable, with scenes from the Romance of the Three Kingdoms, Journey to the West, Confucianism, and – everybody’s favourite –

                Mt Faber is connected to West Coast Park via a series of parks and hills known as the Southern Ridges. It’s a wonderfully accessible area to walk in, and much less testing than the hikes around Bukit Timah or MacRitchie Reservoir. The whole route stretches for 9km, but we recommend the shorter 4km-stretch from Kent Ridge Park to Mt Faber. Although the walking itself isn’t tough, Singapore’s hot, humid weather makes it important to still pack plenty of water.

Discovered a day later, she was initially covered with sand, though Chinese labourers eventually gave her a proper burial. Her ghost supposedly haunts the area to this day.

        
            Somewhere along the way, however, this daughter of a Roman Catholic family became a Taoist deity, whose help some Chinese believers seek for good health and, particularly, good fortune. The shrine is now filled with all manner of charms, offerings, folded lottery tickets, a medium’s red table and chair, burning candles and joss paper, and it’s housed in a bright yellow shack next to an Assam tree.

Those heading for the Ketam Mountain Bike Park tend to bring their own better-quality bikes with them, but for the rest of us there are plenty of places in Pulau Ubin Village that rent perfectly adequate bikes for the day, from around $5–$10, and $2 for children’s bikes. The bikes are pretty much identical, whichever place you rent from. They should throw in a basket, a bike lock and a helmet if you ask, and many have kids bikes too.
            

            
                You can’t get maps of the island, but there are maps on signboards dotted around the place, so you can follow them. Residents are mostly Teochew Chinese and the community is believed to have been here since the 18th century. Many of the homes have private shrines in their entranceways.

Their roof carvings are particularly ornate. Behind them is a more modern temple and two huge and very colourful Buddha statues.

            If you walk out of the Vihara Dharma Sasana temple complex and keep going straight, you’ll soon reach a small village where you’ll find a particularly unusual temple, housed in a building thought to date from 1811. Originally the house of a wealthy Chinese man, who is believed to be buried here, the building has, over the years, been swallowed up by the roots of a large banyan tree. It’s only in recent decades that the site has become a shrine, as locals and devotees from further afield began to come here to give offerings and ask for blessings from what is now believed to be a sacred spot.

Melaka is a medium-sized town that’s easy to navigate and compact enough to explore on foot or trishaw. The colonial areas of Melaka are mainly on the eastern side of the river, focused around Town Sq (also known as Dutch Sq) and Christ Church. Bukit St Paul (St Paul’s Hill), the site of the original Portuguese fort of A’Famosa, rises above Town Sq. Located further north is Melaka’s tiny Little India. Bustling, scenic Chinatown is to the west. Here is where most visitors stay and spend their time poking around shops and dining at restaurants that line the streets.

In 1918 the building was auctioned off and renamed Club Goodwood Hall, before it morphed again into the Goodwood Park Hotel in 1929, fast becoming one of the finest hotels in Asia.
            

            
                During WWII it accommodated the Japanese high command, some of whom returned here at the war’s end to be tried for war crimes in a tent erected in the hotel grounds. By 1947 the hotel was back in business with a $2.5 million renovation program bringing it back to its former glory by the early 1960s. Further improvements in the 1970s have left the hotel as it is today.
            

            
                The Fullerton Hotel (

                ) occupies the magnificent colonnaded Fullerton Building, named after Robert Fullerton, the first governor of the Straits Settlements. When the hotel opened in 1928, the $4 million building was the largest in Singapore. The General Post Office, which occupied three floors, was said to have the longest counter (100m) in the world at the time. Above the GPO was the exclusive Singapore Club, in which Governor Sir Shenton Thomas and General Percival discussed surrendering Singapore to the Japanese.
            

            
                In 1958 a revolving lighthouse beacon was added to the roof; its beams could be seen up to 29km away. By 1996 the GPO had moved out and the entire building underwent a multimillion-dollar renovation and reopened in 2001 to general acclaim, receiving the prestigious Urban Redevelopment Authority Architectural Award the same year.

            Singaporeans will tell you they love to complain and in some cases, they have every right to. House prices are soaring: in June 2011, a public-built flat fetched $880,000. Throw in a hike in the price of public transport and there’s plenty of cause for coffeeshop grumbling. Overcrowding is a concern: Singapore’s population has more than doubled from 2.4 million in 1980 to 5.1 million in 2010. Plus there’s construction everywhere. It’s a city that is constantly being tinkered with. The Colonial buildings along the Padang are being renovated into the National Art Gallery, the MRT circle line is set to be completed in 2012 with three new lines set to progressively open from 2013 to 2020. Of course, these are things to be happy about...when construction is actually completed.

            One Election to Rule them All?
        

        
            In 2006, though the ruling People’s Action Party (PAP) won the expected majority in a landslide victory, claiming 82 of the 84 seats in parliament, their actual votes fell by 8.69%. More than a third of the eligible electorate voted against the incumbent. The tone for the next election had been set.
        

        
            With the election of 2011, the political landscape did indeed reflect the expected appetite for change. This election had the highest proportion of contested seats (94.3%) since Singapore achieved its independence in 1965. Local media, often accused of being mouthpieces of the government, appeared to 
            give more even coverage to the PAP and opposition parties. Social media, once banned in campaigning, played a huge part in dissemination of information. Even Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong participated in an online chat (his first). Attendance at opposition rallies were off the charts.

        
            The results of the election were telling. The PAP lost a further 6.46% of the electorate, gaining 60.14% of the votes and 81 out of 87 seats. The biggest gains went to the Worker’s Party (WP), with their political agenda that focuses on the everyday concerns of Singaporeans (wages, cost of living and healthcare, public transport, affordability of housing, disproportionately high salaries of ministers).
        

        
            Post-election, it seems as though the PAP have realised that their position had gone from unshakable to ‘Oh, we might need to do something about this’. A review of ministerial salaries was immediately mooted, and Senior Minister Goh Chok Tong and Minister Mentor Lee Kuan Yew both tendered their resignations.

            Despite initial opposition, the Singapore government’s decision to allow the building of two casinos, Marina Bay Sands and Resorts World, has paid off, at least on paper. Less than a year into operation, both casinos have announced record profits set to tip $1 billion. The financial success led industry experts to declare Singapore’s casinos the second-most profitable after Macau, overtaking Vegas (gasp!). All in one year.
        

        
            In defending the government’s decision to go ahead with the casinos, then Senior Minister Goh Chok Tong explained that while, ‘from the moral standpoint, the Government and most people in Singapore are against gaming’, the choice was 
                ultimately
             
            based on the difficulty in relying on manufacturing to generate growth, Singapore’s lack of natural tourist attractions and a need to create jobs.

        
            But while there have been an estimated 35,000 jobs created, there is a darker side to the story. According to H2 Gambling Capital, the average gambling losses per adult resident jumped 53% from $924 to $1413 last year and this figure is estimated to hit $1849 by the end of 2011. Credit Counselling Singapore reported more gamblers seeking help. The government’s decision to levy $100 casino entry fees for locals as a deterrent to gambling might not be as effective as originally envisaged. The jury’s still out, but the long-term effects of the casinos on Singaporean society may well outweigh the economic benefits the casinos have brought in.

            Pretty much every museum you’ll see in Singapore is devoted to post-

            history, simply because there is not a great deal of undisputed precolonial history. It is known that the island waxed and waned in importance as empires to the north and south rose and fell – and archaeological digs have demonstrated there were substantial settlements there in the past – but there is little in the way of concrete historical material owing to a lack of written records.

        
            Malay legend has it that long ago a Sumatran prince visiting the island of Temasek saw a strange animal he believed to be a lion. The good omen prompted the prince to found a city on the spot of the sighting. He called it Singapura (Lion City).
        

        
            Chinese traders en route to India had plied the waters around what is now Singapore from at least the 5th century AD, though the records of Chinese sailors as early as the 3rd century refer to an island called Pu Luo Chung, which may have been Singapore, while others claim there was a settlement in the 2nd century.
        

        
            Between the 7th and 10th centuries, Srivijaya, a seafaring Buddhist kingdom centred at Palembang in Sumatra, held sway over the Strait of Malacca (now Melaka). Raids by rival kingdoms and the arrival of Islam spelled the eclipse of Srivijaya by the 13th century. Based mainly on the thriving pirate trade, the sultanate of Melaka quickly acquired the commercial power that was once wielded by Srivijaya.
        

        
            The Portuguese took Melaka in 1511, sparking off a wave of colonialism. The equally ambitious Dutch founded Batavia (now Jakarta) to undermine Melaka’s position, finally wresting the city from their European competitors in 1641. In the late 18th century, the British began looking for a harbour in the Strait of Melaka to secure lines of trade between China, the Malay world and their interests in India. Renewed war in Europe led, in 1795, to the French annexation of Holland, which prompted the British to seize Dutch possessions in Southeast Asia, including Melaka.
        

        
            After the end of the Napoleonic Wars, the British agreed to restore Dutch possessions in 1818, but there were those who were bitterly disappointed at the failure of the dream of British imperial expansion in Southeast Asia. One such figure was Stamford Raffles, lieutenant- 
            governor of Java.

            The Raffles Era
        

        
            For someone who spent a limited amount of time in Singapore, Sir Stamford Raffles had an extraordinary influence on its development. His name appears everywhere in the modern city – Raffles Place in the CBD, Stamford Rd, Raffles Hotel, the Raffles City shopping mall, the prestigious Raffles Institution (where Lee Kuan Yew went to school) – but his impact extends far beyond civic commemoration.
        

        
            The streets you walk along in the city centre still largely follow the original plans Raffles drew. The ethnic districts still evident today, particularly in the case of Little India, were demarcated by him. Even the classic shophouse design – built of brick, with a continuous covered verandah known as a ‘five-foot way’ and a central courtyard for light, ventilation and water collection – has been attributed to him. More importantly, Singapore’s very existence as one of the world’s great ports is a direct consequence of Raffles’ vision of creating a British-controlled entrepôt to counter Dutch power in the region.
        

        
            When Raffles landed at Singapore in early 1819, the empire of Johor was divided. When the old sultan had died in 1812, his younger son’s accession to power had been engineered while an elder son, Hussein, was away. The Dutch had a treaty with the young sultan, but Raffles threw his support behind Hussein, proclaiming him sultan and installing him in residence in Singapore.
        

        
            In Raffles’ plans the sultan wielded no actual power but he did serve to legitimise British claims on the island. Raffles also signed a treaty with the more eminent 
                temenggong
            
            (senior judge) of Johor and set him up with an estate on the Singapore River. Thus, Raffles acquired the use of Singapore in exchange for modest annual allowances to Sultan Hussein and the 
                temenggong
            
            . This exchange ended with a cash buyout of the pair in 1824 and the transfer of Singapore’s ownership to Britain’s East India Company.
        

        
            Along with Penang and Melaka, Singapore formed a triumvirate of powerful trading stations known as the Straits Settlements, which were controlled by the East India Company in Calcutta but administered from Singapore.
        

        
            Raffles had hit upon the brilliant idea of turning a sparsely populated, tiger-infested malarial swamp with few natural resources into an economic powerhouse by luring in the ambitious and allowing them to unleash their entrepreneurial zeal. While it was to be many decades before Singapore’s somewhat anarchic social conditions were brought under control, the essential Rafflesian spirit still underpins the city’s tireless drive to succeed.
        

        
            Colonisation & Occupation
        

        
            Singapore Under the British
        

        
            Raffles’ first and second visits to Singapore in 1819 were brief, and he left instructions and operational authority with Colonel William Farquhar, former Resident (the chief British representative) in Melaka. When Raffles returned three years later, he found the colony thriving but displeasingly chaotic.
        

        
            
                Colonel William Farquhar was a keen naturalist. He commissioned local Chinese artists to paint a series of 477 startlingly vibrant images of local flora and fauna.
            

        

        
            It was then that he drew out his town plan that remains today, levelling one hill to form a new commercial district (now Raffles Place) and erecting government buildings around another prominence called Forbidden Hill (now called Fort Canning Hill).
        

        
            His plan also embraced the colonial practice, still in evidence, of administering the population according to neat racial categories. The city’s trades, races and dialect groups were divided into zones: Europeans were granted land to the northeast of the government offices (today’s Colonial District), though many soon moved out to sequestered garden estates in the western suburbs. The Chinese, including Hokkien, Hakka, Cantonese, Teochew and Straits-born, predominated around the mouth and the southwest of the Singapore River, though many Indians lived there too (hence the large Hindu temple on South Bridge Rd). Hindu Indians were, and still are, largely centred in Kampong Kapor and Serangoon Rd; Gujarati and other Muslim merchants were housed in the Arab St area; Tamil Muslim traders and small businesses operated in the Market St area; and the Malay population mainly lived on the swampy northern fringes of the city. In time, of course, these zones became less well defined, as people decanted into other parts of the island.
        

        
            While the British ran the colony, they needed the cooperation of their subjects, particularly the Chinese, for whom the British echoed the admiration other European powers had for the Chinese communities under their rule.
        

        
            Just as the infamously harsh Dutch East Indies governor-general Jan Pieterszoon Coen described the Chinese residents of Batavia (Jakarta) as ‘clever, courteous, industrious and obliging people’, the Chinese of Singapore particularly impressed Victorian traveller Isabella Bird in 1879, when she described the city’s ‘ceaseless hum of industry’ and ‘the resistless, overpowering, astonishing Chinese element’.
        

        
            Despite its wealth, the colony was a dissolute place, beset by crime, clan violence, appalling sanitation, opium addiction, rats, mosquitoes and tigers. Life for the majority was extremely harsh; the Chinatown Heritage Centre is probably the best place to appreciate just how harsh.
        

        
            Raffles sought to cooperate with, and officially register, the various 
                kongsi
            
            – clan organisations for mutual assistance, known variously as ritual brotherhoods, secret societies, triads and heaven-man-earth societies. (Many of them had their headquarters on Club St, and a couple still hold out against the area’s rapid gentrification.) Labour and 
                dialect-
            
            based 
                kongsi
             
            would become increasingly important to Singapore’s success in the 19th century, as overseas demand for Chinese-harvested products such as pepper, tin and rubber – all routed through Singapore from the Malay peninsula – grew enormously.

        
            
                Singapore’s port is still the busiest in the world in terms of shipping tonnage handled, although Shanghai's port overtook Singapore in terms of cargo tonnage.
            

        

        
            Singapore’s access to 
                kongsi
            
            -based economies in the region, however, depended largely on revenues from an East India Company product that came from India and was bound for China – opium.
        

        
            Farquhar had established Singapore’s first opium farm for domestic consumption, and by the 1830s excise and sales revenues of opium accounted for nearly half the administration’s income, a situation that continued for a century after Raffles’ arrival. But the British Empire produced more than Chinese opium addicts; it also fostered the 
                Western-
            
            oriented outlook of Straits-born Chinese.
        

        
            In the 19th century, women were rarely permitted to leave China; thus, Chinese men who headed for the Straits Settlements often married local women, eventually spawning a new, hybrid culture now known in Singapore as Peranakan (
            Click here
            ).
        

        
            
                The British expected the Japanese to attack Singapore south via by the sea. Instead, they blitzed Singapore coming north from Malaysia via foot and bicycle.
            

        

        
            Despite a massive fall in rubber prices in 1920, prosperity continued, immigration soared and millionaires were made almost overnight. In the 1930s and early ’40s, politics dominated the intellectual scene. 
            Indians looked to the subcontinent for signs of the end of colonial rule, while Kuomintang (Nationalist) and Communist Party struggles in the disintegrating Republic of China attracted passionate attention. Opposition to Japan’s invasions of China in 1931 and 1937 was near universal in Singapore.

        
            But just as political rumblings began to make the British nervous, war overtook events.
        

        
            Singapore Under the Japanese
        

        
            When General Yamashita Tomoyuki pushed his thinly stretched army into Singapore on 15 February 1942, so began what Singapore regards as the blackest period of its history. For the British, who had set up a naval base near the city in the 1920s, surrender was sudden and humiliating – and some historians have pinpointed the fall of Singapore as the moment when the myth of British impregnability was blown apart and the empire began its final decline.
        

        
            The impact of the Japanese occupation on the collective political and social memory of Singapore cannot be underestimated, and it has partly inspired Singapore’s modern preoccupation with security.
        

        
            Japanese rule was harsh. Yamashita had the Europeans and Allied POWs herded onto the Padang; from there they were marched away for internment. Many of them were taken to the infamous Changi Prison, while others were herded up to Siam (Thailand) to work on the horrific Death Railway.
        

        
            The Japanese also launched Operation Sook Ching to eliminate Chinese opposition. Chinese Singaporeans were driven out of their homes, ‘screened’, then either given a ‘chop’ (a mark on the forehead meaning they had been cleared for release), or driven away to be imprisoned or executed (there’s a memorial to one massacre at Changi Beach). Estimates of the number of Chinese killed vary – some sources put the number at 6000, others at more than 45,000.
        

        
            The Japanese renamed the island ‘Syonan’ (Light of the South), changed signs into Japanese, put clocks forward to Tokyo time and introduced a Japanese currency (known by contemptuous locals as ‘banana money’).
        

        
            The war ended suddenly with Japan’s surrender on 14 August 1945, and Singapore was passed back into British control. While the returning British troops were welcomed, the occupation had eroded the innate trust in the empire’s protective embrace. New political forces were at work and the road to independence was paved.
        

        
            
                Check out the National Museum of Singapore for accounts of life of early migrants in the formative Singapore

            The Lee Dynasty
        

        
            If one person can be considered responsible for the position Singapore finds itself in today, it is Lee Kuan Yew.
        

        
            Born in 1923, this third-generation Straits-born Chinese was named Harry Lee, and brought up to be, in his own words, ‘the equal of any Englishman’. His education at the elite Raffles Institution and Cambridge University equipped him well to deal with both colonial power and political opposition when Singapore took control of its own destiny in the 1960s.
        

        
            The early years were not easy. Race riots in 1964 and ejection from the Malay Federation in 1965 made Lee’s task even harder. Lee used tax incentives and strict new labour laws to attract foreign investment. This, combined with huge resources poured into developing an 
                English-
            
            language education system that churned out a competent workforce, saw Singapore’s economy rapidly industrialise.
        

        
            
                Lee Kuan Yew famously cried on national television in 1965, after Singapore separated from Malaysia. The event (separation, not the tears) marked the birth of modern Singapore.
            

        

        
            Under Lee’s rigidly paternal control, his People’s Action Party (PAP) also set about eliminating any viable political opposition, banning critical publications and moulding the city into a disciplined, functional society built along Confucian ideals, which value the maintenance of hierarchy and social order above all things. The island’s small size made this hothouse experiment easier to manage, enabling the effective enforcement of Singapore’s famous social regulations on everything from spitting to chewing gum to littering.
        

        
            Lee was successful at containing what he evidently saw as the anarchic tendencies of Singapore’s citizens, inspiring ever more ambitious attempts at social engineering. For example, a (now defunct) matchmaking club was established to pair off suitable couples – one of the dating clubs was restricted to graduates.
        

        
            Lee’s rapid industrialisation filled government coffers and enabled the PAP to pursue massive infrastructure, defence, health, education, pension and housing schemes, giving Singaporeans a level of prosperity and security that remains the envy of many countries in the region and around the world.
        

        
            Housing and urban renovation, in particular, have been the keys to the PAP’s success. By the mid-1990s, Singapore had achieved the world’s highest rate of home ownership.
        

        
            Despite resigning as prime minister in 1990 after 31 years in the job, and handing over to the more avuncular but no less determined Goh Chok Tong, Lee still keeps an eye on proceedings and his comments on various issues frequently flag future government policy.
        

        
            ‘Even from my sickbed,’ said Lee in 1988, ‘even if you are going to lower me into the grave and I feel that something is wrong, I’ll get up.’
        

        
            
                Raffles The Man
            

            
                Sir Stamford Raffles, cultural scholar, Singapore colonist, naturalist and founder of the London Zoo, died at his home in Hendon, North London, the day before his 45th birthday in 1826, probably from a brain tumour. Having fallen out with the East India Company, his death was ignored by London society, and it was eight years before a marble statue of him, commissioned by friends and family, was placed in Westminster Abbey.
            

            
                The original bronze statue of Raffles in Singapore, unveiled on the Padang on 29 June 1887, now stands in front of Victoria Theatre and Concert Hall. A white stone replica on Empress Place supposedly marks the spot where he first set foot on the island.
            

            
                Raffles himself was an extraordinary man, in many ways at odds with the British colonial mould. While he was a firm believer in the British Empire as a benevolent force, he also preached the virtues of making Singapore a free port and opposed slavery. Raffles was also a sympathetic student of the peoples of the region and spoke fluent Malay.
            

            
                His character was probably shaped by his humble upbringing. He began his working life at 14 as a clerk for the giant East India Company, but was a tireless self-improver. In 1805, he was appointed as part of a group to cement emerging British interests in Penang. Within six years, through several promotions, he became the governor of Java, where his compassionate leadership won him enduring respect. From there he travelled to Sumatra, where he became governor of Bencoolen on the island’s southern coast.
            

            
                His life was marred by tragedy, however. While in Southeast Asia he lost four of his five children to disease, his massive natural history collection in a ship fire and his personal fortune in a bank collapse. The East India Company refused him a pension and after his death his parish priest, who objected to his antislavery stance, refused him a headstone.
            

            
                His achievements as a statesman have often obscured his brilliance as a naturalist. He made an intricate study of the region’s flora and fauna and though much of his work was lost, it is still honoured at the National University of Singapore, which maintains the Raffles Museum of Biodiversity Research.
            

        

        
            Recent Past & Impending Future
        

        
            Lee Kuan Yew’s son, Lee Hsien Loong, who was deputy PM and Defence Minister under Goh Chok Tong, took over the top job unopposed in 2004. Goh took over the Senior Minister role from Lee Snr, who assumed the newly created title of Minister Mentor, positions both vacated in 2011.
        

        
            Lee Hsien Loong faces challenges as great as those his father dealt with, principally how to continue the momentum and maintain Singapore’s astonishing success. The Asian financial crisis starting in 1997, the SARS outbreak in 2003 and the global financial crisis of 2007 all had a major impact on the country’s economy and its sense of vulnerability to forces beyond its control. Though economically and financially Singapore is in a strong position, the migration of its manufacturing base to cheaper competitors like Vietnam and China has forced the government to embark on a radical makeover of the country in an attempt to ensure its success extends into the future.

Self-professed food gurus wax lyrical about their search for the best <insert food dish here> and blog their way through their culinary adventures. If you want to leave with a keen understanding of being Singaporean, then it’s essential to understand the lay of the (food) land.

        
            How it All Began…
        

        
            Singapore has a history of migration. As each ethnic group and subgroup came to Singapore, it brought its own cuisine along. Each type of food remains largely undiluted to this day, but as often happens when cultures are transplanted far from home, local variations and customs have crept in. Just as the people of Singapore developed their own characteristics the longer they were separated from their homelands, the character of dishes such as fish-head curry, chilli crab and 
                yu sheng
             
            (raw fish salad eaten at Chinese New Year) have all evolved from traditional favourites. Singaporeans live to eat, and while you’re here you might as well join them.

        
            For Singaporeans, what’s on the plate is far more important than the quality of the china (or plastic) it’s served on. The smartest-dressed businessman is as comfortable sitting down on a cheap plastic chair at a plastic table and wading into a $3 plastic plate of 
                char kway teow
             
            (a Hokkien dish of broad noodles, clams and eggs fried in chilli and black-bean sauce) as he is eating $80 crabs in an air-conditioned restaurant. Combine this unpretentiousness with infinite variety, high standards of hygiene and the prevalence of the English language, and you have some of the best and most accessible eating opportunities in Southeast Asia.

            Chinese
        

        
            With Chinese food, the more people you can muster for a meal the better, because dishes are traditionally shared. A Chinese meal should be balanced; a yin (cooling) dish such as vegetables, fruit or clear soup, should be matched by a yang (heating) dish such as starchy foods or meat.
        

        
            The best-known and most popular style of Chinese cooking is Cantonese, despite the majority of Singaporean Chinese not being of Cantonese descent. Cantonese food is usually stir-fried with just a touch of oil to ensure that the result is crisp and fresh. Typical dishes include 
                won ton
            
            (dumpling filled with spiced minced pork) soup and 
                mee
             
            (noodles). At the expensive end of the spectrum are shark’s-fin and bird’s-nest dishes.

        
            One of the most famous Cantonese specialities is dim sum (also known as yum cha): small snack-type dishes usually eaten at lunchtime or as a Sunday brunch in large, noisy restaurants where the dishes are whisked around the tables on trolleys or carts; take what you like as they come by. 
                Xiao long bao
             
            (pork dumplings filled with a piping hot sauce) is a must-try.

        
            Arguably the most popular local dish is Hainanese chicken rice: a mix of steamed fowl and rice cooked in chicken stock, served with a clear soup and slices of cucumber. It’s practically the national dish and the ultimate Singaporean comfort food. Eaten with dips (ginger and chilli or soy), it’s light but surprisingly filling. Another popular Hainanese dish is steamboat, which features a boiling stockpot in the middle of the table, into which you dunk pieces of meat, seafood or vegetables and extract them when cooked.
        

        
            Many of Singapore’s Chinese are Hokkien, from southern China, infamously coarse-tongued folk whose hearty noodle dishes like 
                char kway teow, bak chor mee 
            (noodles with pork, meat balls and fried scallops) and 
                hokkien mee 
            (yellow Hokkien noodles with prawn, served 
                either
             
            fried or in a rich prawn-based stock) are fast-food favourites.

        
            From the area around Shàntóu in China, Teochew is a style noted for its delicacy and natural flavours (although many say it’s bland). Seafood is a speciality – fish 
                maw
            
            (a fish’s swim bladder) crops up alarmingly often. The classic Teochew comfort food is rice porridge, served with fish, pork or frog (the latter being a Geylang favourite). Most neighbourhood 
                koptiam
            
            (coffeeshops) have a 
                tzechar
             
            (cooked food) stall serving a mix of all Chinese cuisines to cater to fussy local palettes.

        
            Indian
        

        
            Broadly speaking Indian cuisine can be classified into two categories: south and north. South Indian food dominates Singapore, as most Indian Singaporeans and migrant workers originate from the south, but North Indian restaurants are becoming much more widespread, thanks to the growing number of North Indian professionals and tourists in Singapore.
        

        
            South Indian food tends to be hot, with the emphasis on vegetarian dishes. The typical South Indian dish is a 
                thali
            
            (rice plate), often served on a large banana leaf. On this leaf is placed a large mound of rice, then various vegetable curries, 
                rasam 
            (hot, sour soup) and a dessert. South Indian food is traditionally eaten with the right hand, not utensils – though spoons are always available.
        

        
            The most popular Indian dish among local Chinese is 
                roti prata 
            – a flat bread cooked with oil on a hotplate and served with a curry sauce. Prata restaurants usually list dozens of varieties, both sweet and savoury. Try a 
                roti telur
            
            (prata cooked with an egg) or a 
                roti tissue
             
            (
                ultra
            
            -​thin prata cooked with margarine and sugar and served in a cone shape).
        

        
            Other South Indian vegetarian dishes include 
                masala dosa,
            
            a thin pancake that, rolled around spiced vegetables with some chutney and 
                rasam
            
            on the side, makes a cheap light meal. An equivalent snack meal in Indian halal (Muslim) restaurants is 
                murtabak 
            – paper-thin dough filled with egg and minced mutton and lightly grilled with oil.
        

        
            Another favourite Indian halal dish is 
                biryani,
            
            which is different from the North Indian version. Ordering a chicken 
                biryani
             
            will get you a mound of spiced, saffron-coloured rice, a piece of deep-fried chicken, a bowl of curry sauce and a small mound of salad (often with a squirt of sweet chilli sauce on top).

                Fried noodles or fried rice. Introduced by Chinese immigrants to Singapore and to which the Malays and Indians added their own twist. What results is yellow noodles or cooked rice stir-fried with garlic, onions, chilli, vegetables, tomatoes, egg and sometimes tofu and a medley of different sauces. Usually served with a side of sliced cucumber with tomato ketchup!

                Originates from Indonesia and consists of a portion of steamed rice with a choice of various meat or vegetable dishes to go along with it. My favourite version is with

                Popular snack food of piping hot deep-fried banana fritters. The best goreng pisang vendors use pisang raja, which are small, sweet bananas. Nowadays, restaurants churn out fancier versions served with vanilla ice-cream or chocolate sauce, or a dusting of cinnamon and icing sugar.

                The most confusing Singaporean dish! Carrot cake does not contain any carrots. It’s made from a combination of radish, rice flour and water which is then steamed into cakes, diced and stir-fried with eggs, pickled radish, garlic, and spring onion. You usually have a choice of ‘black’ (with sweet soy sauce) or ‘white’ (plain). Ask for some chilli for that extra kick.

            The lurid mini-volcanoes you’ll often see at food centres are

            Nonya (Peranakan) desserts are typified by

            (colourful rice cakes often flavoured with coconut and palm sugar) and sweet, sticky delicacies such as miniature pineapple tarts that are sold everywhere in small plastic tubs with red lids. The magnificent 
                kueh lapis,
             
            a laborious layer cake that involves prodigious numbers of eggs, is a must-try.

        
            One notable popular Singaporean oddity is the ice-cream sandwich, dished out by mobile ice-cream vendors and enjoyed by young and old alike. This consists of a thick slab or mini-scoops of ice cream folded into a slice of bread, though sometimes it’s served between the more traditional wafer slices. There are plenty of vendors along Orchard Rd and along the northern bank of Boat Quay.

            Vegetarians & Vegans
        

        
            The predominance of the Buddhist and Hindu religions in Singapore means finding a vegetarian restaurant, stall or cafe is usually not difficult. Little India in particular teems with vegetarian food, but food courts and hawker centres all over the island often feature a vegetarian stall, or have some vegetarian options.
        

        
            One thing to be aware of is that interpretations of dishes among Chinese and Malays can be slightly different. We have encountered ‘vegetable soup’ that contains both chicken and prawn (the reasoning being that because it contains vegetables, it’s a vegetable soup!) The solution is to be highly specific when ordering food – don’t just say ‘vegetarian’, but stress that you eat ‘no meat, no seafood’ and make sure you’ve been understood.
        

        
            Vegans are likely to find life a little more difficult, but since the consumption of dairy and other animal by-products is relatively limited, usually all you have to do is ensure there are no eggs.
        

        
            Hawker Centre, Kopitiam or Food Court? 

        
            Aside from the standard Western-style restaurants and cafes, Singapore has several local species of eating venue: hawker centre, 
                kopitiam,
             
            food court, food centre, canteen…all of them feature open dining areas, around which are clustered anything from a handful to a hundred stalls. The subtle distinctions between these places are often a mystery to foreigners, but Singaporeans insist they are different.

        
            
                If you have a smartphone, download the Hungrygowhere and Foursquare apps for local recommendations and reviews.
            

        

        
            The term ‘hawker’ was once used to describe food vendors who moved their wares around in mobile carts, stopping and setting up their burners wherever there were customers. Of course, such itinerant behaviour was unacceptable in modern Singapore and virtually all of them are now stockaded into hawker centres.
        

        
            Hawker centres are usually standalone, open-air (or at least open-sided) structures with rows of food stalls. There are usually a wide variety of different local cuisines on offer and the atmosphere is often raucous. However, the food is uniformly good. If it isn’t, stalls go out of business very quickly. Some hawker centres are located along with a corresponding wet market and locals simply refer to the hawker centre as a ‘market’. Confusing, no?
        

        
            Food courts are indoor dining areas, often found in air-conditioned shopping malls. There’s a wide variation of cuisines and prices are marginally higher. Some very swanky food courts are springing up, where the food is fancier and the prices a little higher still.
        

        
            Coffeeshops, also called 
                kopitiam 
            (
            
                tiam
             
            is Hokkien for ‘shop’), are another Singaporean institution. These are open shopfront cafes, usually with a handful of stalls inside, patrolled by an ‘auntie’ or ‘uncle’ who takes your drinks order after you’ve got your food.


 
                           
Local magazines such as 8 Days, IS, and Time Out have up-to-theminute reviews on the latest and greatest (sometimes worst)
restaurants in town.
            

        


        
            Hawker Centre Etiquette
        

        
            Visitors to Singapore often say that hawker centres are among the most memorable parts of their trip. Food courts located in malls are easy, but for the first-timer the older hawker centres can be a little daunting, so it’s worth brushing up on some etiquette before plunging in.
        

        
            When you arrive, bag a seat first, especially if it’s busy. You can either do this by placing a member of your group at a table, or do it Singaporean style and lay a packet of tissues on a seat (this behaviour has recently been viewed in the media as being rather ungracious, but hey, it works). If there’s a table number, note it as the stall owner uses it as reference for food delivery. Don’t worry if there are no free tables; it’s quite normal to share with a complete stranger.
        

        
            You’re then free to wander off in search of food. Signboards list the stall’s specialities, and you can buy any number of dishes from any number of stalls. Sometimes the stall will have a sign saying ‘self service’, which means you have to carry the food to the table yourself, not dish up your own food. Otherwise, the vendor brings your food to you (which is why you should get a table first, or they won’t know where you are).
        

        
            Generally, you pay when you order, but some hawkers take money when they deliver.
        

        
            In most older hawker centres and 
                kopitiam
             
            (coffeeshops), someone will come to your table and take your drinks order. You pay them when they deliver the drinks. In the modern food courts in malls, you have to go and order from the drinks stalls.


 
                  
A perfect conversation ice-breaker would be to ask a Singaporean where the best ‘insert dish here’ can be found. You may end up being shown some great places! 

        

        
            Some hawker centres have wandering touts who try to grab you when you arrive, sit you down and plonk menus in front of you. You are not obliged to order from them and in fact it’s illegal for stalls to tout at all, which you might like to point out to any persistent pests.
        

        
            Singapore’s amalgam of cultures has largely made strict eating etiquette redundant. Each ethnic group still follows its own eating code for its own food, but often ignores the codes of other cuisines. You’ll see Chinese eating 
                roti prata
             
            (fried Indian flat bread) with a spoon and fork, Indians eating Chinese food with a spoon, Malays attacking a pizza with a knife and fork… In other words, don’t feel obliged to follow any rules.

    

  
    
        
            Peranakan Culture
        

        
            What’s a ‘Peranakan’? It’s not a word you’ll see outside the former Straits Settlements. In Singapore, Peranakan (locally born) people are descendants of immigrants who married local women who were mostly of Malay origin. The result of hundreds of years of immersion and the meeting of foreign and local customs has resulted in an intriguing hybrid culture that’s recently experienced a revival.
        

        
            Origins
        

        
            The earliest records show a marriage between Hang Liu, a Ming dynasty princess, to the Malacca Sultan Mansur Shah around 1446. Larger waves of immigration in the 17th and 18th centuries formed the backbone of the Peranakan culture.
        

        
            It’s acknowledged that the Peranakan fall into three broad categories: the Chitty Melaka and Jawi Peranakan are descended from early migrants from India, while the Straits Chinese Peranakan are of mainland Chinese origin. No matter which group, there’s a fierce sense of roots and traditions within.

            In Singapore, the largest group are the Straits Chinese, a reflection of the population breakdown at large. The term ‘Straits Chinese’ originated within communities in the former colonial Straits Settlements of Singapore, Penang and Melaka. The focus here will be on the Straits Chinese because they’re the ones with the most overt cultural influence, be it on TV, through its cuisine or via the numerous local tourist sights.
        

        
            Peranakan Culture Today
        

        
            These days, Chinese and Peranakan culture tend to overlap and it’s sometimes hard to distinguish between the two. Peranakan men, called Babas, and the women, Nonya, primarily speak a patois that mixes Bahasa Malay, Hokkien dialect and English, though that’s changed over time, along with the education system in Singapore. Most of the current Peranakans speak English and Mandarin. Looks-wise, Peranakan are indistinguishable from people of Han Chinese descent, but traditional families still cling on to their customs and traditions and are proud of their heritage (some say they are proud to the point of being haughty).
        

        
            In 2008, the local Chinese TV station broadcast 
                The Little Nonya
             
            to record numbers of viewers. The drama series focused on a Peranakan family across a 70-year period and was filmed with authentic costumes and locations that included the Baba House in Singapore and the famous Blue Mansion in Malaysia. Coincidentally, the Peranakan Museum in Singapore opened the same year. This sparked off a revival and interest in the lineage, food and traditions of the Peranakan. For visitors in particular, the food and wedding ceremonies are of interest.

            Weddings
        

        
            A traditional Peranakan wedding puts most other weddings to shame. It’s an elaborate 12-day affair that seems to go on longer! The weddings are heavily steeped in Chinese traditions from the Fujian province in China, mixed with some Malay customs. These days, such elaborate affairs are few and far between though they are making a comeback, albeit in a severely truncated one-day affair.
        

        
            
                Famous Singaporeans who are of Peranakan descent include Lee Kuan Yew, Dick Lee (singer, composer), and Goh Keng Swee (first Prime Minister of Singapore).
            

        

        
            Traditionally, once a couple was been matchmade and a 
                sinseh pokwa
            
            (astrologer) consulted to pick an auspicious date, the engagement would be sealed with gifts. Elaborate gifts of jewellery and other items were delivered to the bride’s parents in a 
                bakul sia
            
            
                h
            
            (lacquered bamboo containers). Other gifts included 
                kuih ih
             
            (glutinous riceballs in syrup), ham hock, wedding dresses and two pairs of red candles.

        
            Red bunting and lanterns were traditionally hung over the door of the house. The bridal chamber, being the centrepiece of the wedding, was decorated with embroidery and beaded hangings declaring fertility and good fortune.
        

        
            A whole host of rituals would have been conducted prior to the wedding. Some of the stranger ones included a young boy rolling across the bed three times in hope for a male first-born; pregnant or menstruating women being barred from entry (bad luck), or 
                bunga rempai
             
            (potpourri) being placed on the bed to ward off spirits.

        
                
                    Perfect Peranakan souvenirs to pick up include a 
                        kebaya
                    
                    (blouse-dress, often embroidered) and 
                        kasot manek 
                    (beaded slippers).
                

            

            
            On the first day, the groom would dress up in Qing dynasty scholar garb and the bride in a similarly embroidered gown and hat piece, along with intricate jewellery. Rituals were performed and a tea ceremony conducted for the couple. On the second day, the couple took their first meal together, where they fed each other 12 types of food, to symbolise the 12-day process and the care they will take of one another. On the third day, they offered tea to parents and in-laws as a sign of respect. 

        
            The subsequent days would be filled with visits from friends and younger relatives, lots of feasts (whole suckling pig features heavily on the menu) before the 
                dua belah hari
             
            (12th day ceremony) where the marriage was sealed and proof of the consummation confirmed with a discreet sighting of the stain on the bride’s virginity handkerchief by the bride’s parents and the bridegroom’s mother.

        
            These days, Peranakan weddings tend to be compressed into a single day where all the garb, rituals, ceremonies and, of course, the feast are conducted. Thankfully, the virginity handkerchief is now banished to the history books.
        

        
            
                To Be Peranakan Means to Be Accepted as a Local 
                    Peter Wee
                
            

            
                Peranakan culture isn’t found only in Singapore. Throughout coastal Indonesia and Malaysia you’ll find other pockets of Peranakan culture. To some, Peranakan culture may seem very similar to traditional Chinese culture, which makes sense, as our culture is about 80% derived from Chinese culture. However, there are subtle differences, certainly in our traditions, the way we speak and, of course, in our culinary traditions. Many of these differences come from a combination of time and the other cultures that make up the Peranakan (both local Straits inhabitants and colonial, especially British) influence.
            

            
                Increasingly, there seems to be an awakening cultural awareness among members of the younger generation in Singapore. One recent event sticks out. A young couple came to my shop while planning their wedding. The bride-to-be was shopping for a 
                    kebaya,
                 
                a beautiful hand-embroidered outfit traditionally worn by Peranakan women. This struck me as odd, and I assumed that the choice of dress had been made by the parents. So I was surprised to learn that, in fact, the parents objected. They wanted to have a more modern wedding. But it was the young people themselves who chose to get married wearing the clothing of their past.

            
                Most Peranakan tend to be Christian because of the influence of early missionaries – French, Dutch, Portuguese, and finally English – in the area. But Peranakan culture crosses religious boundaries. There are Peranakans who are Muslims, others who maintain Buddhist traditions. The way we speak is itself unique, not quite a language in and of itself, but more like a 
                    patois,
                 
                a mixture of Hokkien, Malay, English, with a tinge of Dutch, and even Portuguese. It’s very unique to Malacca, Penang and Singapore, only found around here.

            
                The Joo Chiat district derives its name from a famous Peranakan family. The main street is named after Chew Joo Chiat, who was a philanthropist in the late 19th century. Many of the original families have left, for various reasons, but some are returning. There is a lot of nostalgia for the area. We are trying to put it back together again, so that Joo Chiat can become what it once was.
            

            
                Visitors to Singapore should take the time to visit the area to see the truly unique architecture that exists, especially the art deco shophouses of Koon Seng and Tembeling Rd. And of course, Joo Chiat is the place in Singapore to sample Peranakan cuisine. I always take friends out to try our 
                    mee siam
                
                (white thin noodles in a sourish and sweet gravy made with tamarind), laksa, and our traditional Peranakan dumplings. One Peranakan specialty is the 
                    buah keluak,
                 
                a creamy, almost cacao like nut found in Indonesia.

            
                There are Peranakan Indian, Peranakan Chinese, Peranakan Hokkien. Even Peranakan Eurasians. My great-great grandfather came from Melaka, but he traced his ancestry back to Xiamen (in China), and I am a Singaporean-born Peranakan. To be Peranakan means to be accepted as a local.
            

            
                Peter Wee is the owner and curator of the Katong Antique House in Joo Chiat, the heart of Singapore’s Peranakan cultural renaissance. His shop, which is open only by invitation, offers a unique collection of textiles, porcelain, Peranakan furniture and spices. The shop also doubles as a kind of ‘living museum’ of local culture.
            

        

        
            Food
        

        
            As descendants of early Chinese immigrants who married Malay women, the Straits Chinese Peranakans developed a unique cuisine that blends Chinese ingredients with Malay sauces and spices. It is commonly flavoured with shallots, chillies, 
                belacan
             
            (Malay fermented prawn paste), peanuts, preserved soybeans and galangal (a ginger-like root). Thick coconut milk is used to create the sauce that flavours the prime ingredients.

        
            In the past decade there has been a resurgence of interest in Peranakan cuisine, which was once confined to the home, and there are numerous excellent Peranakan restaurants.
        

        
            
                Singapore Airlines’ air stewardesses wear a modern Pierre Balmain interpretation of the traditional Nonya 
                    kebaya

            Typical dishes include 
                otak-otak
            
            (a delicious sausage-like blend of fish, coconut milk, chilli paste, galangal and herbs, wrapped and grilled in a banana leaf) and

            (chicken stewed with dark nuts imported from Indonesia to produce a rich sauce – the black, paste-like nut filling, eaten in small amounts with each mouthful, has an unusual, earthy flavour).

        
            Also don’t miss out on slurping the distinctive Peranakan laksa 
            (noodles in a savoury coconut-milk gravy with fried tofu and bean sprouts).

        
    

  
    
        
            Languages of Singapore
        

        
            The four official languages of Singapore are Malay, Tamil, Mandarin and English. Malay is the national language, adopted when Singapore was part of Malaysia, but its use is mostly restricted to the Malay community. Tamil is the main Indian language; others include Malayalam and Hindi.
        

        
        
            Chinese dialects are still widely spoken, especially among older Chinese, with the most common being Hokkien, Teochew, Cantonese, Hainanese and Hakka. The government’s long-standing campaign to promote Mandarin, the main nondialectal Chinese language, has been very successful and increasing numbers of Singaporean Chinese now speak it at home.
        

        
            English is becoming even more widespread. After independence, the government introduced a bilingual education policy aimed at developing the vernacular languages and lessening the use of English. However, 
                Chinese
             
            graduates found that this lessened their opportunities for higher education and presented them with greater difficulties in finding a job. English was the language of business and united the various ethnic groups, and the government eventually had to give it more priority. It officially became the first language of instruction in schools in 1987. In 2000 the government launched a ‘speak good English’ campaign to improve the standard of English.

        
            All children are also taught their mother tongue at school. This helps keep the various ethnic groups in touch with their traditions, and also means that the population is effectively bilingual.

            Prepositions and pronouns are dropped, word order is flipped, phrases are clipped short and stress and cadence are unconventional, to say the least. Nominally English, the Singaporeans’ unique patois contains borrowed words from Hokkien, Tamil and Malay.

        
            There isn’t a Singlish grammar as such, but there are definite characteristics, such as the long stress on the last syllable of phrases, so that the standard English ‘government’ becomes ‘guvva-men’. Words ending in consonants are often syncopated and vowels are often distorted. A Chinese-speaking taxi driver might not immediately understand that you want to go to Perak Rd, since they know it as ‘Pera Roh’.
        

        
            Verb tenses tend to be nonexistent. Past, present and future are indicated instead by time indicators, so in Singlish it’s ‘I go tomorrow’ or ‘I go yesterday’.
        

        
            The particle ‘lah’ is often tagged on to the end of sentences for emphasis, as in ‘No good lah’. Requests or questions may be marked with a tag ending, since direct questioning can be rude. As a result, questions that are formed to be more polite often come across to Westerners as rude. ‘Would you like a beer?’ becomes ‘You wan beer or not?’
        

        
            You’ll also hear Singaporeans addressing older people as ‘uncle’ and ‘auntie’. They are not relatives and neither is this rude, but more a sign of respect.

                    Taxi lines at Changi are fast-moving and efficient. Even at the Budget Terminal you rarely have to wait long. The fare structure is complicated, but count on spending anywhere between $18 and $35 into the city centre, depending on the time of travel. The most expensive times are between 5pm and 6am, when a whole raft of surcharges kick in. A limousine transfer service operates 24 hours a day and costs a flat $45 to anywhere on the island. You’ll save up to 30% on fares by purchasing an EZ-Link card from an MRT station. This card allows you to travel by train and bus by swiping it over sensors as you enter and leave a station or bus. Cards cost $15: $10 worth of travel, and a $5 nonrefundable charge. You can top-up cards at ATM-style machines at stations. Fares using an EZ-Link card are 20% less than using cash.

            Poor old Singapore has endless problems with its taxi system. Despite an interminable cycle of debate, reform, complaint and adjustment, finding a taxi in the city at certain times (during peak hours, at night, or when it’s raining) is harder than it should be. The fare system is also hugely complicated, but thankfully it’s all metered, so there’s no tedious haggling over fares. The basic flagfall is $2.80 to $3.20, then $0.20 for every 385m. Credit card payments incur a 10% surcharge.

The roads are not only furiously hot, but also populated by fast, aggressive drivers who tend to be unsympathetic to the needs of cyclists. Fortunately there’s a large network of parks and park connectors, and a few excellent dedicated mountain-biking areas at Bukit Timah Nature Reserve, Tampines and Pulau Ubin.

            From 7.30am to 7pm weekdays, as well as from 10.15am through to 2pm Saturday, the area comprising the CBD, Chinatown and Orchard Rd is considered a restricted zone. Vehicles are automatically tracked by sensors on overhead gantries, so cars must be fitted with an in-vehicle unit, into which drivers must insert a cashcard (available at petrol stations and 7-Elevens). The toll is extracted from the card. The same system is also in operation on certain expressways. Rental cars are subject to the same rules.
        

        
            Parking in the city centre is expensive, but relatively easy to find – almost every major mall has a car park.             Singapore has suffered a sharp rise in cases of this nasty mosquito-borne disease in recent years. There is no vaccine so avoid mosquito bites. The dengue-carrying mosquito bites day and night, so use insect-avoidance measures at all times. Symptoms inlcude high fever, severe headache and body ache. Some people develop a rash and diarrhoea. There is no specific treatment – just rest and paracetamol. Do not take aspirin. See a doctor to be diagnosed and monitored.

Police have broad powers and you would be unwise to refuse any requests they make of you. If you are arrested, you will be entitled to legal counsel and contact with your embassy.
        

        
            Don’t even think about importing or exporting drugs. At best, you’ll get long jail terms, at worse, you’ll get the death penalty.

            Singapore’s medical institutions are first-rate and generally cheaper than private healthcare in the West. But needless to say, travel insurance cover is advisable.
